CPR Requirement
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In order to be licensed as a foster parent, you must provide our agency with a current CPR card.  The card must state that you are certified for Adult, Infant & Child CPR.  The card cannot be expired.


It is the responsibility of the foster parent to schedule and pay for this class.  Be sure that you schedule during PIP or as soon as PIP is done, so you can get your card.  It can take a few weeks for the card to be returned so the sooner you schedule the class the better.  Below are some organizations that you can contact to satisfy this requirement.  You do not need First Aid Certification.  Check with your city, hospital, fire and police department about classes.
